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Regarding submission of consent form for
conditions for the use of airports/heliports and
aircraft operator's disabled aircraft removal
operation plan

In order to accurately carry out removal operations in the event
that an aircraft becomes disabled on or near the movement area,
and in order to restore airport functions as quickly as possible,
the aircraft operators shall be requested to submit each airport’s/
heliport's use consent form and aircraft operator’'s disabled
aircraft removal operation plan for the removal operation
category at the time of notification of use of the airport/heliport
from each airport/heliport administrators (including the Operating
Right Holder of a National Airport, the same shall apply
hereinafter in this AIC).

1.Definition
1)“Disabled aircraft” means an aircraft disabled on or near to
the movement area.

2)“Removal of disabled aircraft” means the process involving
aircraft debogging, aircraft recovery or aircraft salvage.
a.“Aircraft debogging” means the removal of an aircraft
following an aircraft excursion event where the aircraft has
become bogged down but has relatively little or no
damage.

b.“Aircraft recovery” means the removal of any disabled
aircraft that is unable to move under its own power or
through the standard towing procedures specified in the
aircraft type documentation.

c.“Aircraft salvage” means the removal of any aircraft
following an accident or incident in which the aircraft
sustains substantial damage, and the insurer considers the
hull a total loss.

3)“Aircraft operator’s disabled aircraft removal operation plan”
means a specific plan for the preparation and removal
operations for the aircraft operator to remove disabled
aircraft, depending on the type of aircraft.

2.Applied Airports/Heliports
All airports and public heliports in JAPAN

3.Aircraft operators subject to submission
All aircraft operators, including foreign aircraft operators,
except for the following.

* JAPAN Self-Defense Forces (JSDF) (including in cases
where contracted aircraft operators operate an aircraft under
contract with the JSDF for the manufacture of new aircraft or
for maintenance work, etc., of aircraft owned by the JSDF).

* Military

« Aircraft operators that have received a Provision of Facilities
of Flights from the national administration (only these flights
and limited to a series).
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4.Action to be taken by aircraft operator

1) The aircraft operator shall prepare a “consent form for
conditions for the use of airports/heliports” and “aircraft
operator’s disabled aircraft removal operation plan” at the
time of notification of airport use, and submit them to the
respective airport/heliport administrators of the airport to be
used.
In addition, when preparing the forms, the aircraft operator
shall confirm the items to be included and the method of
submission with the respective airport/heliport administrator.

2) The aircraft operator shall also prepare and submit a
“consent form for conditions for the use of airports/heliports”
and an “aircraft operator’s disabled aircraft removal operation
plan” in advance to the administrator of the airport/heliport
that is normally assumed to be an alternative airport/heliport.
In addition, when preparing the forms, the aircraft operator
shall confirm the items to be included and the method of
submission with the respective airport/heliport administrator.

3) If, during the flight, the aircraft operator decides to use an
airport not normally assumed to be an alternative airport/
heliport due to an emergency landing, etc., the aircraft
operator shall submit a “consent form for conditions for the
use of airports/heliports” and an “aircraft operator’s disabled
aircraft removal operation plan” after landing.

5.0thers
The airport/heliport administrator may require the submission
of a “consent form for conditions for the use of airports/
heliports” and an “aircraft operator’s disabled aircraft removal
operation plan” as a condition necessary for airport/heliport
management.
